Greens Update
The main focus of last week was preparing the course for the Ladies Open Competition.
Verticutting of the green surrounds has been carried out to help refine the surfaces and improve the sward composition. 
The greens received an application of liquid seaweed and iron.
Some areas of semi rough were sprayed with a selective herbicide to control weeds in those areas. 
The ladies red tee markers received a freshen up ahead of the competition. 
The greens were cut every day in the lead up to Thursday, including hand cutting the day before and on the day of the Open. 
The Tees and fairways were cut 3 times during the week. 
We were lucky with the weather for our Ladies Open with the sun burning through the cloud later in the day to leave a very pleasant afternoon.
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
